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Grading system

• Courses are assessed with grades that range 

from 0.00 to 6.00.

• Grades of 4.00/6 or above secure the credits for 

that course 

• Grading is by ¼ point, for example : 3.75, 4.00, 

4.25, 4.50…

• When you obtain the minimum grade of 4.00, 

you cannot retake the exam

• You have a provision of 12 credits that you can

use to keep grades between 3.00 and 3.75 (art.

18 al.1 RE SdS)
